Conflict: At lunch time, both children want to sit in the same chair
Hurtful Action: One child bites the other child.


Conflict: Both children want to sit in your lap.
Hurtful Action: One child screams in the other child’s face.


Conflict: At breakfast you are talking about ‘mommies and daddies.’ One child begins ‘my mommy’ and the other follows with ‘NO, my mommy!’ and it continues…
Hurtful Action: Voices escalate and one child pinches the other.
