TEACH Scholarship criteria

v' Lives and works in Indiana

v Is employed at least 30 hours per week in a licensed, registered or
certified early childhood center, family childcare home or registered
ministry within Indiana (for Full Time Scholarship)

v Is employed at least 20 hours but no more than 29 hours per week in a
licensed, registered or certified early childhood center, family childcare
home or registered ministry within Indiana (for Part Time Scholarship)

v' Earns $20 or less per hour

v Have a current Criminal History/Background check on file with the state of
Indiana to be in compliance with licensing rules and regulations

v' Committed to the field of early childhood education
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
