/Overview of Book \
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Llama Llama has lost his beloved toy Fuzzy Liama!l Children are
invited to help Lliama Llama search for his toy in all the usual places.
The rhymes and the lift-the-flap on each page offer engagement
and fun.

Genre: Board book, rhyming, lift-the-flap
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Books are a rich source of words
new to children. Here are some
from Liama Liama hide & seek to
infroduce in your classroom:
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“That’s a word from our story!” Science and
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Reading Tips

Invite the children to feel Liama Llama'’s feelings about losing his
toy. Use emotion words as you read the words on each page.
Emphasize the seeking—where does Liama Liama look and what
does he find there?2 He keeps going and doesn’t give up!

Don’'t worry about reading each page, but help children to get a
sense of story, what comes next? This is a lift-the-flap book so it
might work best in a one on one or very small group so that
children who want to lift the flaps can do so. There are rhymes
here too, so emphasize those as you have fun reading.

Three readings are recommended to familiarize children with the
story. During each reading the adult can infroduce new

vocabulary words, pose open-ended questions, and engage
khildren in activities that make the story "come alive.” /
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Throughout the Routine

Refer to the book throughout the day and
use new vocabulary words in meaningful
ways. Active engagement with the story
helps the content come alive.

Play ‘hide and seek’ games at Group time.
Invite the children to ‘find’ you as you ‘hide
somewhere in the room or outside. Of
course your ‘hiding’ will be obvious, but the
children will still enjoy the ‘finding!’

Invite other opportunities for lifting flaps or
strengthening fine motor skills—put clips
onto the sides of coffee cans, fold
cardstock in half to lift up, offer paper to
‘crumple.’

ﬁround the Room \
Highlight the book’s content and build

on the children’s excitement in a variety
of locations.

Place plush toys around the room for
the children to find.

Place mirrors at children’s level so they
can easily see faces—of themselves
and others. Play peek-a-boo in the
mirrors!
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Open-ended Questions

Reading with infants is all about relationship, connection, and

words.

Use a questioning tone as you point to some of the illustrations

or read some of the words.

Draw babies in to the story with your comments, questions, and

pauses.

Infants may not be able to answer questions yet, but they will
quickly appreciate the ‘back and forths' with books.

Llama Lllama hide & seek has some drama—uwill he find his beloved toy?2?¢ Invite your child to
engage in the seeking and the finding, offering reassurance that Fuzzy Liama will be found. If your
child can’t yet lift the flaps model how to do so, reading the words as you liff the flap. The rhymes
are fun and the story is short but if your child squirms away or looks uninterested, simply put the

book down—the squirming says, “All done for now!”
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
