Talk about stores, shops, friends and neighbors you and your child see
every day. On walks or in the car, notfice for what makes your neighborhood special. You might
point out, “Look, there is ‘our’ McDonalds!” and, “I see ‘our’ Krogers!” or ask your child, “What do
\you like best about going to ‘our’ library2” Talk about places that used to be or changes that you /

see. "We had the best lunches there, but it's aone now. I'm alad we have ‘our’ Culvers to share!”
